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The annual report of Suranaree University of
Technology this year for the first time contains no
congratulation messages from Professor Dr. Wichit
Srisa-an, the president of Suranaree University of
Technology Council. This year is also the last year
Suranaree University of Technology has operated under
the vision and leadership of the president of the
University Council, who was also the founding rector.
He was the “Respectable Father (in Thai, Phor Yai)” of
the university community from establishment to the
last day of his life.

[t was with great sadness that we learned of the
passing of Professor Dr. Wichit Srisa-an on 30" September
B.E. 2566. His passing is the tragic loss of a venerable
person who was a progressive-minded teacher and
education administrator reforming the approach to
education development and opportunity extension with
great contributions to the education of Thailand.
Professor Dr. Wichit Srisa-an was a role model in the
thought leadership and educational innovations for
Thailand with many achievements at national and
international levels and various accolades bestowed
upon Suranaree University of Technology (SUT) - the
first public autonomous university in Thailand. He played
an important role in establishing the university,
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transforming the traditional university into a practical
one. Consequently, Suranaree University of
Technology was founded on 27" July B.E. 2533 with
Professor Dr. Wichit Srisa-an being the founding rector.
Throughout these thirty-three years, he provided us with
relentless support, great effort, and complete dedication.
In B.E. 2561, Suranaree University of Technology
Council, by unanimous decision, bestowed upon
Professor Dr. Wichit Srisa-an the Rector Emeritus
title for his enormous contributions to the university.

“Phor Yai” is the pronoun which SUT lecturers,
personnel, and students have used to refer to Professor
Dr. since he assumed the position of rector in B.E. 2536.
During the early periods, SUT faced public utility issues
of electricity and water supply. Our Phor Yai, together
with the university executives, often visited dormitories
at night, giving encouragement and speaking with
students about their well-being. He frequently had lunch
at the central canteen with students and engaged in
chats with his lecturers and personnel like the head of a
family talking with his own children. His presence meant
a lot to the SUT community as Phor Yai was always with
us, whatever the problem. As SUT is located in the
northeast region and more than eighty percent of SUT’s
earlier generations came from this area and often
referred to their respectable seniors as “Phor Yai”,
students of the first SUT Student Council decided
to request to call Professor Dr. “Phor Yai”, which he
granted. This pronoun implies that the person is beloved
and respected like the head of a big family and the “SUT
family” has the one and only “Phor Yai”.

“Phor Yai” was a role model of a prudent and
courageous leader with great determination and firm
beliefs and actions who introduced the “jointly think,
collaboratively operate” practice to every part of SUT.
He also implemented agile and effective administrative
management, following good governance principles in
administration and academic operations. The
“Centralized Services and Coordinated Missions” system
is therefore the principle that SUT community follows
in thinking and operating. “Phor Yai” laid the foundation
for the university to be an institute of academic experts

and courageous personnel following the courageous
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path called “Surawithee” as follows:

1. Embrace courage in facing changes to seek
the advancement.

2. Demonstrate courage in meeting the social
requirement with new yet effective methods.

3. Display courage in collaborating and competing
at national and international levels to seek world
recognition.

4. Exhibit courage in maintaining strengths and
assessing weaknesses, and trying at all costs to minimize
weaknesses.

5. Foster courage in always thinking and doing
differently to create better results.

6. Uphold courage in taking the successes of
others as models and seeking our own ways of achiving
the success,

“Having courage in thinking, doing, leading, and
changing leads to being SUT’s champion”. Having
courage in thinking under the leadership of “Phor Yai”,
Suranaree University of Technology, at the young age
of 15, was selected as one of nine National Research
Universities in B.E. 2552. In addition, SUT has been ranked
among the top ten universities in Thailand up until the
present according to several world university rankings.
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This annual report showcases a list of successful
achievements attributed to the significant contributions
of Professor Dr. Wichit Srisa-an, the Founding Rector and
president of the Suranaree University of Technology
Council, as proudly acknowledged by SUT community.

Professor Dr. Wichit Srisa-an, affectionately known
as “Phor Yai”, stands as a revered figure who laid the
sturdy groundwork for public autonomous universities
in Thailand and specifically, Suranaree University of
Technology (SUT). As an esteemed leader within SUT
community, he graciously imparted upon executives,
faculty, staff, students, and alumni invaluable qualities
encapsulated in the protective virtues of “Having
intellect, morals, wisdom, dignity, and pride.”

These five virtues will forever remain ingrained
within the fabric of our university community, serving as
a lasting tribute to our cherished “Phor Yai” amidst
everyone at SUT from past, to present, and also in the
future, much like the enduring presence of the SUT
“Peep Thong” Tree.

During the period of the Fifth National Economic and Social Development Plan,
the Royal Thai Government wished that more opportunities in higher education be available
in the regional and rural areas. Thus, in 1984, the Ministry of University Affairs (now the Office
of the Higher Education Commission, a part of the Ministry of Education) proposed the
establishment of five new regional universities: one in each of the North, South, and East;
and two in the Northeast. In particular, the Ministry proposed colleges affiliated with
Khon Kaen University at Ubon Ratchathani and another in Nakhon Ratchasima, both in the
Northeast. Thecollege at Nakhon Ratchasima was to be called Suranaree College, and was
built on 1,120 hectares of degraded forest area near the Huay Ban Yang Reservoir,
Muang Nakhon Ratchasima District, Nakhon Ratchasima Province.

On 27 July 1990, His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej The Great graciously signed the
Suranaree University of Technology Founding Bill into effect. Suranaree University of
Technology thus recognizes 27 July 1990 as its Founding Day, the day that HM the King
signed the Bill into effect. As announced in the Royal Gazette, the law became effective on
July 30, 1990.

The Committee on Ethics and Morality has established
a policy to improve the ethical and moral aspects of Suranaree
University of Technology. The emphasis is on promoting ethics and
activities that promote continuous improvement. In addition, there
is monitoring and stimulation of employees to adhere to values and
morals. The university has appointed executives and leaders for all
institutes, centers, and divisions, and student representatives,
as a working group to promote ethics and morality. The committee
is responsible for monitoring of inappropriate behavior of employees;
communicating and disseminating news, information, works
promoting ethics and morality and measures to prevent corruption
among university employees; and providing guidance on university
ethical conduct to employees and students.

Furthermore, the committee provided personnel with
guidance to promote moral and governance activities by creating
a manual that outlines examples and explanations of appropriate
and inappropriate behaviors, termed the ‘Do’s and Don’ts.” This
manual was designed to enhance understanding of proper conduct
and was made available on the university website for reference,
aligning with the university’s moral standards.

In B.E. 2566, the committee issued an announcement on the
measures for promoting moral transparency and corruption
preventing at Suranaree University of Technology. The measures
were subsequently adopted by both executives and personnel.
The committee also generated Standard Operation Procedures
(SOPs), participated in annual budget planning, managed complaints
and their channels, and provided guidelines for the university’s use

of borrowed property.
